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“Go 4 Europe!” – youth exchange in 
Rolbing, France 

26.06 – 05.07.2006 
 

The youth exchange “Go 4 Europe!“ brought together 36 
young participants from 6 countries to a nice little French 
village called Rolbing to discuss about the future of United 
Europe. The young people came from Poland, Slovenia, 
Czech Republic, Malta, Estonia and France.  
 
During the 8 days of the programme, they participated in a 
unique simulation game about the European Union. They 
simulated the enlargement process of EU, adopted new 
European laws, solved problems like BSE epidemic or 
environmental disaster, organised press conferences, wrote 

newspapers, had diplomatic meetings with other countries about possible co-operation etc. 
 
The whole programme and simulation game was prepared by young people themselves. 
The game was adapted to the learning needs of young people and performed in an 
interactive way. The concept of the game encouraged all the young participants to be 
active, get involved and express their opinion. We believe that the simulation game had 
very good results. In the beginning, most of the young people had very limited image about 
EU. In the end, they all knew, how the European laws are made, what EU offers to them, 
how they can participate and what they can do in the case of violating their rights.  
  
In an interactive and entertaining 
way, they were able to discover how 
the united Europe function. The 
main aim was to promote the 
European awareness among young 
people, to bring the European Union 
closer to them, to help them 
understand it better. Young people 
visited also Strasbourg, one of the 
main “European cities” and had an 
opportunity to discover in practice 
what they learned during the 
workshops. They also had many 
opportunities to learn more about other cultures, break cultural stereotypes, get to know 
new friends from all over the Europe and discover French culture.  
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There were also many informal moments, when 
young people spontaineously prepared for the 
others some programme. Participants found the 
youth exchange a great opportunity to discover so 
many different cultures, nationalities, people, 
countries, so even in their free time they organised 
many non-formal or peer learning activities and 
the group dynamics was very nice. 
 
This youth exchange concept went through long 

development in the Together network and we evaluated it several times to adapt it in the 
best way to the needs of the participants. Now, we would like to share this concept also 
with other European youth organisations through an educational CD pack .
