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Training for youth workers “Content Generation”: 
Luxembourg 17th – 23rd September 

 
Youth workers from 7 different 
countries: France, 
Luxembourg, Estonia, 
Greece, Czech Republic, and 
Italy met in the city of 
Luxembourg to discuss the 
importance of communication 
in the work of different youth 
organisations.   
The participants of the training 
“Content Generation” started 
with the presentation of their 
organisations, focusing on the 
methods of communications 
used by them. In groups 
everybody had a possibility to 

share his experience about designing and 
distributing info leaflets, updating the 
database, writing newsletters and creating 
web pages.  
The aim of TOGETHER, the organizer of the 
training, was to show that it is possible to 
create posters, movies, newsletters without 
special computer knowledge and high 
expenses. To demonstrate it in practice, the 
participants tried to create one issue of the 
newsletter, devoted to volunteers of the 
organisation TOGETHER, on their own. 

Moreover, the trainers made a special stress 
on explaining the opportunities that the EU 
offers to youngsters in the frame of the new 
Youth in Action programme. 
In addition to different workshops, the team 
also visited the local youth house “Maison des 
jeunes Gasperich”, where the youth workers 
shared their experience in working with 

children and teenagers and explained how they involve the latter into the activities.  
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Finally, during the last sessions, the participants had time to share their ideas 
about the future projects using the “Open Space” method. This technique helped a 
lot in establishing the contacts between youth organisations from different 
countries. Hopefully, the work done during the course will result in realisation of 
future EVS, youth exchanges, seminars and other projects.
